5. Chairman’s Report

(a)
Chairman reported the following activities since the last AGM:-
14 July 2005 – Bournemouth Aviation Museum.  Presentation by the trustees and tour of the museum located at Bournemouth’s Hurn Airport. Delegates  - 8
29 September 2005 –– Heathrow Terminal 5 construction including project presentation by AMEC and tour of the site. Delegates – 20 (maximum permitted).
13 October 2005 – Highways Agency Traffic Officer Service.  Presentation about the work of the HATO’s currently being rolled out in England plus inspection of a patrol vehicle and its equipment. Delegates 16
8 November 2005 – Bus Gates and Rising Bollards.  Unfortunately this event had to be cancelled.
25 November 2005 – Wine & Wisdom. Annual charity fund raising event with a record number of teams participating.  Proceeds were donated to the main IHIE 40th Anniversary Charity  ITDG and a cheque for £1000 was presented to the President.  Surplus funds were donated to the ‘Shooting Stars Children’s Hospice.  Delegates – 115
7 December 2005 – Automotive Power – Controlling the fall out.  Presentation by Paul Etheridge of Ricardo Ltd. Addressing vehicle emissions and controlling the resultant pollution. Delegates – 15

23 January 2006 – ‘Le Crossing’ – Dartford to Thurrock MAC.  Presentation on the management of the Dartford Crossing(s) – Tunnel and QE2 Bridge – by representatives of Le Crossing Ltd. Delegates - 28
23 February 2005 – Portsmouth City Council and Colas PFI Maintenance Contract. Joint presentation by representatives of the City Council and Colas on the formation and workings of this unique contract. Delegates  18

23 March 2006 – Technical Presentation by Practical Action (formerly ITDG).  Representatives of the charity benefiting from IHIE’s Anniversary Charity event gave a detailed insight into their work and the mechanics of setting up methods of helping the Nepalese distribute their produce.  Delegates - 10
9 April 2005 –  Presentation by John Tubman, Project Manager for the innovative and,at times, controversial Spinnaker Tower located at Portsmouth.  The presentation covered the planning, design and construction techniques for the UK’s tallest structure outside London. Delegates – 15

(b)  The Chairman gave a brief summary of the Branch’s Annual Seminar which, for the first time, has had to be postponed until 20 September.  Publicity for this event in the process of being published and members were urged to give the event their support. 
(c)  The Chairman closed his report by thanking the Branch Committee for their efforts in arranging the number of attractive, professional and at times entertaining events on behalf of the Branch members.  He also thanked The Stilwell Partnership for their continued sponsorship of the Branch and its activities.
6. Treasurers Report 

(a)  On behalf of the Treasurer, Tony Suter presented the audited report which showed a       healthy balance in the Seminar Account which, in turn, supported the Ordinary Account.

(b)  The Secretary advised that whilst a profit is realised from the running of the seminars, this was not the Branches intention, but rather one of providing educational and informative events at value prices.  It was, however, necessary to determine a price that would cover expenses in the event of a calculated attendance to avoid a loss for which we were not covered.  At times this figures provided a reasonable excess of income over expenditure.
(c)   Overall the Branch is self sufficient with adequate funds to underwrite the costs incurred in arranging events, such as refreshments, room charges and occasional speaker expenses.
